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Denmark and Germany are pursuing a project to build a tunnel immersed under the Belt Fehmarn 

Strait. The completion is expected in 2029. The tunnel will provide efficient road and rail transport 

between the German island of Fehmarn and the Danish island of Lolland, resulting in significantly 

reduced travel times between Scandinavia and Germany. The innovation will be to build parts of it on 

the shore and then move it to a permanent foundation site, thus excluding the need for the much more 

expensive drilling method. Significant explanations of the design and construction technology are 

given in the information. 
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
